In order to speed up the handling and processing of a claim under this policy, information regarding the loss and documents including, but not limited to, the following should be provided to the loss adjuster as soon as possible:

1)
The Bill of Lading for the transport (front and reverse) and/or the manifest signed by the driver that details the cargo involved in the transport (unless specifically advised on the Bill of Lading).

2)
Your freight invoice for the transport.

3)
Receipt indicating the loss or damage at the time of the delivery.

4)
Shipper’s invoice to the consignee to confirm the value of the cargo at the point of shipment.

5)
Registration documents for the power unit and trailer involved in the loss.

6)
Employment application or lease agreement (whichever is applicable) of the driver who was involved in the loss together with an up to date copy of the driver’s license and Motor Vehicle Record.

7)
Police incident report (if issued) or information necessary to allow the Underwriters to obtain the police incident report.

8)
Identification of any other insurance which is available to respond to this loss.

Statement of claim against the Insured from the applicable claimant which identifies the owner of the cargo together with the nature and amount of the damages claimed.

Report from the repair shop that inspected the refrigeration equipment following the loss which confirms the cause of the mechanical failure or breakdown of the equipment.

Copies of any and all maintenance and inspection records for the refrigeration equipment involved in the claim for at least the three (3) consecutive inspections immediately preceding the date of loss.

Additional documents may be requested at a later date as the loss adjuster progresses with the investigation of the claim.
